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Rice does most of her work 
with Curiosity’s Mast Camera 
(MastCam), which takes  
color images and video 
footage of Mars’ landscape, 
rocks, and soils.

Darby Dyar ’80
Dyar studies data from  
the Chemistry & Camera 
instrument (ChemCam). 
ChemCam fires a laser at 
rocks and soils and analyzes 
the elemental composition  
of vaporized materials.
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While at the NASA Ames 
Astrobiology Institute, Harris 
used devices similar to the 
Chemistry & Mineralogy 
X-Ray Diffraction (CheMin) 
instrument and the Sample 
Analysis at Mars (SAM) 
instrument to study samples 
from Lassen Volcanic 
National Park.
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
